Cycle Kenya Raises Over £180,000!

35 participants completed International Childcare
Trust's (ICT) latest cycle challenge, Cycle Kenya, in
November, so far raising over £180,000.

The cycle ride took the participants off the beaten
track and into the rural landscape of Kenya. The savan-
nah, plains, rainforest, lakes and mountains provided a
gruelling challenge for the riders. At the end of their
arduous 5-day cycle, the participants visited WEAEP's
new Child Protection Centre to see for themselves a
project that ICT supports.

ICT believes that all children, regardless of socio-eco-
nomic background, have the right to enjoy their child-
hood and reach their potential. In Western Kenya alone
there are 800,000 orphans and vulnerable children
most likely linked to HIV/AIDS. It is ICT's aim to help
one million of the most deprived children during the
next 10 years, and the efforts put in by the Cycle Kenya
